The article considers the connection between two concepts of "knowledge
economy" and "lifelong learning"” to determine the place and the contribution of the
last one in the formation of a new economic paradigm. In order to achieve this purpose,

the essence of a knowledge economy and related concepts such as "knowledge-based



economy" and "learning economy" were considered. The concept of the knowledge
economy was determined, depending on the context, can be considered as 1) a part of
the economy (knowledge sector); 2) science that studies the specific subject area; 3)
characteristic of the state or stage of development of the economy and society; 4) a
related concept used in the context of the formation of innovative, post-industrial and
global network economies. Besides, the role and main characteristics of knowledge in
the new vision of the economy were determined. It was emphasized that the knowledge
acquired by a person during training loses half of its primary value in the period from
several months to 5-10 years, depending on the field of activity. That is why we cannot
consider learning in the modern world as a one-time action; it is a constant process that
covers all stages of human life. The study showed that the concept of "knowledge
economy" is used to describe the new state of the world economy, the main resource
of which is knowledge - intangible, inexhaustible, and mobile resource, that is steadily
increasing, but due to fast obsolescence needs constant updating. As a result, the
process of acquiring knowledge - learning - becomes sustained and covers all stages of
human life. The idea of lifelong learning occupies a key place in the modern vision of
further development of the educational paradigm, which acquires signs of flexibility,
adaptability, and individuality. Achieving success in life in the knowledge economy
becomes impossible without a constant studying of new knowledge and skills, and the
ability to adapt to new living conditions. It allows arguing that lifelong learning,
realized in a system of formal, informal, and informational education, becomes an
integral part of the new economic reality.
