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Abstract. 
The paper analyzes new religion movements as a product of the present stage of a society’s progress, in which the postmodern paradigm and globalization values dominate. Author analysed the new religion’s dogmatic and a world-viewing of their believers. The conclusion is that the dogmas and the activity most of new religions are identical to the basic post-modern’s principles.
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Introduction. Today humanity under the influence of globalization transforms has reached the stage of development, based on the complete interdependence of all human groups, nations, cultures and religions. The latter also now have to exist side by side, while preserving their own identity and respecting the ideals and dogmas of their neighbors. The main features of today are the creation of a new reality, a new social structure, economy and specific virtual culture. Finally, we have the process of global transformation that affects all areas: economics, politics, culture, and human existence. Thus, all previous lifestyle is being destroyed, producing an unstable world in which there is a transformation in all.
Globalization seems to us as a total scientific and technical progress that under conditions of communications, trade liberalization and freely existing economic laws gives its participants the opportunity to maximize profits. But also it entails the convergence of people, living standardization, transformation and unification of national cultures and confessions that leads to changes in all spheres of life on the world, ethnic, and national levels [1]. 

In industrial society, the concentration of industrial production and urbanization lead to the fact that the number of contacts between people increases, but their intensity decreases. Finally, there appears a kind of isolation of individuals, and loneliness spreads, that is so often discussed by existentialists. The relationships of the individual with other people are fragmentary, purely functional. At the level of the individual it is seen as a "crisis of identity" [4].

Globalization brings a new dimension to the process of searching for identity, because it is part of a culture of real virtuality. People in such circumstances seek to find new forms of identity: cults, semicults and various forms of involvement to the structured life.

Theory. These factors contribute to the spread of modern religion among the traditional religious systems, the nature of which is always filled with concrete historical content because it reflects all processes (economical, political and cultural) that arise from the realities of the modern era. 

In the mind of a modern man globalizational values are being settled, ​​so it creates a new socio-cultural reality to which pluralistic coexistence of religious systems is inherent. These processes lead to the transformation of the idea of ​​God and the faith itself and, therefore, to the emergence of new religious movements. The analysis of these processes is essential to characterize the spiritual situation of the modern era and the trends in the religious sphere, which occur both worldwide and in Ukraine.

First of all, we should mention the global processes of globalization and informatization, which significantly make the world “smaller”. Recently a new religious establishment had no real chance within a brief time to become famous in another region of the world, but now the information about new forms of religious life spread with lightning speed. The access to it becomes freer, and the Internet makes the connection between the supporters of new religions be fast and reliable.

It should also be mentioned that the spread of ideas and the establishment of new religions in the public mind, both worldwide and in our country, contributes to their relatively deep rootedness and harmony with the sentiments, expectations and trends inherent in the modern world postmodern culture. Indeed, a significant number of people now are anticipating a new era. Scientific and technological progress, the jump in the organization of society and quality of life are seen as a possible sign of the coming birth on a completely different planet, free from the material civilization.

Postmodern processes, including globalizational ones, contribute enormously to the rapid spread of new religious doctrines and practices. However, the establishment of the modern understanding of religious freedom and human rights strengthens the social and legal status of new religious movements and accelerates their institutionalization. In its turn, their concepts of new religions, their ideas and categories assimilate wide cultural environment and become part of the culture.
Analysis. The success of the ideological paradigm of new religious groups can be explained by its consistency with contemporary socio-cultural trends and processes, including secularization, mass culture, globalization, technological progress, which together can be defined as processes of postmodern transformations.

New religions that appeared in Ukraine had inherited all the traits that characterize modern religions in general in any country of the world. These are universalism, syncretism, focus on mystical experience, openness to the followers of different religious teachings and religious and philosophical systems, authoritarian leader of the movement, rigid organizational structure of religious communities.

New religions have close proximity to most of the provisions of postmodern paradigm and should be considered just as a product of the latter. Their development is based on the basic principles of postmodernism that are radical plurality, eclecticism, fragmentation, epistemic uncertainty, etc.

First of all comes the understanding that neither science nor technology is able to solve the most difficult problems of life. That is why the person can search the supernatural ideas, doctrines, which would at least give answers to basic questions of life and give hope for the future.

New religions blur the traditional historical religious dogma as they allow the newest interpretation of generally accepted religious truths; synthesize various religious traditions in an effort to remove the conflict between civilizations in the world. In addition, they transform the modern human mind. As a result its religion becomes pluralistic, cross-cultural and pragmatic.

Modern society is characterized by the formation of new syncretic mental structures, which combine elements of different shapes and types of consciousness. A new socio-cultural reality is being created with its pluralistic coexistence of religious systems that have recently been in a partially closed position caused by the closeness of certain ethno-cultural regions. 

These processes are clear signs of a new socio-cultural phenomenon – a postmodern society, where spiritual reality is a sufficient factor in the formation of new relationships between different cultural paradigms and hence new ideas of God, because a spiritual and social reality interact, influencing each other.

Modern neoreligions as the formations of globalization are characterized by the following features:

1) Enhancing of international missionary activity, international contacts. Now every religion may extend beyond national boundaries, it allows even small new movements be involved in the process of foreign proselytism, leading to unprecedented religious development. One of the possible consequences of this trend is the increasing number of multi-religious organizations.

2) Increase of the usage of modern information technology by religious organizations to disseminate its teachings, including publication of didactic and preaching material on digital media and usage of the Internet: web sites, forums, religious organizations, creation of Internet-churches.

3) Neosyncretism of new religious movements: a combination of separate elements of different religions. The phenomenon of syncretism is inherent in societies where different religious traditions coexist. But the difference between the classical forms of syncretism and neosyncretism is that the doctrines and rituals in neosyncretism are brought together artificially, often simply on the basis of close-distance information.

Postmodern globalization trends lead to changes in the activities of new religious institutions, including the following [5]:

· The existence of some form of network of one-confessional churches which, taken together, form the “megachurch”. There is a process of blurring of church organization as a sacred institution established by God, as ceaseless process of fragmentation and differentiation of new religions takes place;

· In the organization worship conduction complete freedom is allowed, meetings are often held in not sustainable, but arbitrary ways; 

- The content of sermons is mostly dedicated primarily directly to the individual problems of life, rather than constantly requesting to God. New religions are often suspended from the spiritual salvation of the faithful and focus on the everyday problems of society;

- Communities often involve those who profess religious dogma alternative to other religious communities.

The current stage in the religious life of new movements that is characteristic of our country is also characterized by active socialization, particularly through charitable activities, education, promotion of teachings in the media, registration in the authorities, establishing relationships with traditional churches [7].

First of all process of global information plays a major role in spreading the neoreligions. It is about the development of information and communication technologies, instant global sharing of information of various kinds. Today's world, thanks to information technology, is patchwork integrity. More than ever, the various nations and peoples, who live in enormous distances from one another, are concerned with the problems of a general nature, knowing each other in person. Humanity has reached a stage of development, based on the complete interdependence of all human groups, nations, cultures and religions. Now we live in the same area of close interaction. Any event on any continent immediately has an effect on the welfare and behavior of people on all other continents. This implies that external factors do not exist anymore: all nations and all communities are interconnected by the narrow network of interrelations [5].

Due to this newly created religious group, even relatively recently did not have a real chance over relatively brief time to become famous in another region of the world and, moreover, claim to be rooted in the new cultural area. And now the information about the new forms of religious life is spread with lightning speed, access to it is becoming easier, and thanks to the Internet connection is fast and reliable. So now any new religious movement can quickly set up branches on the opposite end of the world [3].

Globalization processes led to the rapid development of religious communications. The church should have had a constant communicative relationship with their believers, wherever they are. Therefore, in today's global mobility, it also seeks to have all relevant global and mobile communications. If people do not go to church, it should go to them.

During postmodern transformations, which made a new type of religion possible, there are also significant changes in the person's perception of reality and the supernatural idea of ​​God as a whole. It creates a situation where the selection of certain religious beliefs is an act of free decision of every member of society. Sometimes this religious pluralism leads to the fact that their fans take part simultaneously in few movements or trends. Unlike it was in the past, much of the new religious organizations do not require their followers’ absolute devotion. All this leads to the increased policonfessional borders on the religious map of the world and Ukraine, which is inevitable.

A good result of all these processes is undoubtedly the emergence of synthetic religions, which is a combination of elements of Eastern and Western traditions, ancient and modern cultures, philosophical, esoteric and religious doctrines. An example of this is the following new religious formations as the Bahá'í Faith, Community of Vedic Culture, Unification Church by Sun Myung Moon, Church of Scientology. They transform the modern human mind, and as a result their religion becomes pluralistic, cross-cultural and pragmatic.
Conclusion. Obviously we are now in transition from one style of thinking to another. First of all, it is characterized by a certain collapse of faith. In today's world there is no general agreement as to what is true. We're like "at the Fair of ideas where they put up for sale every possible religion on earth" [2]. In addition, the formation of global culture is being continued, making all belief systems know about each other and complement each other. As result it is difficult to accept some one absolute truth. However, modern man is accustomed to such diversity and, preferably, they are able to make meaningful choices.

So new religions should be seen as a product of contemporary globalization stage of society development, generated by common factors. They should be estimated as a global phenomenon, not an individual manifestations of religious art, as the main factors of the emergence and spread of new religions at this stage of human development are general civilizational shift that clearly indicate global unity of the changes occurring in the world. They are caused by the transition to a new socio-cultural reality - postmodern or postindustrial society. In order to meet their own spiritual demand a modern spiritual believer and new religions in a way of globalization either mutually transform the existing religious systems or create their own ones - practical, streamlined, demanded by the time.
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
