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Formulation of the problem. Crisis manifestations of the beginning of the XXI century fully demonstrate the destructive potential and mechanisms for the transfer of negative influences of a global nature; problems in the functioning of international institutions (economic groups, financial organizations, and military-political blocs) appear in a new light.

Despite the imperfection of the institutional provision of international cooperation in the sphere of economics, environmental protection, counteraction to security threats, etc., international institutions are an important component of the functioning and development of states.

The adherence of states to groups and blocs that carry out coordinated economic, military-political, environmental policies, interact/cooperate in certain sectors, spheres of activity, provides an opportunity for a coordinated counteraction to armed, terrorist threats, and is a form of protection of national economies from adverse changes in the global economy. The method of taking the mutually agreed measures for the protection of ecosystems, etc., which is relevant under the modern terms and conditions.

Analysis of the research and publications. The issues of transformation of the economic systems have always been and are in the sight of both domestic and foreign researchers, and are the subject of numerous scientific discussions. Significant theoretical and methodological developments in this plane include: V. Savchuk, Yu. Zaitsev and I. Maly [7], K. Marx and F. Engels [4], P. Samuelson and V. Nordhaus [5], J. Schumpeter [8] and etc.; the problems of transformation of the economic systems under the terms and conditions of globalization were the subject of dissertation research [1]. It should be noted that bifurcation transformations in the industrialized economy were episodic. Therefore, the main attention of scientists was focused on the study of mechanisms of functioning, self-preservation and self-development of stationary economies. A specific area of scientific research entitled “Economic Transitology” highlighted the problems of the systemic socio-economic transformations, initiated by scientists who analyzed the transformational processes of the late 1970s in the countries of Latin America. The transformations experienced by these countries were interpreted as a “democratic transition” of traditional societies to the market economy, meaningfully linked to the democratic reformation of the political power system and the liberalization of socio-economic relations. At present the economic transitology has significant scientific achievements both in the sphere of the theoretical analysis and economic-mathematical modeling, as well as in the sphere of empirical observations, comprehension and generalization of practical experience.

In today’s languages of global interdependence, it is important to study the issues of the transformation of Ukraine in the context of the global institutionalization.

Presentation of the main material. The main feature of the contemporary world economic development is the global interdependence, which encompasses and modifies its political, economic, social and environmental conditions. Over the past decades, globalization has been manifested and investigated as a key trend in the world economic development. The modern system transformations provide it with the new quality – globalization has evolved from a tendency into a self-sufficient, definitely structured process.

Under the terms and conditions of the global institutionalization of the economy, not only TNCs, the international organizations (World Bank, IMF, WTO, ILO), regional intergovernmental integration associations with aggregate trillion GDP, but also the world's financial information centers – cities that are virtually extraterritorial and functionally autonomous (London, New York, Frankfurt am Main, Berlin, Paris, etc.) with multibillion-dollar daily foreign exchange transactions, some individuals – scientists, university professors, businessmen, and creative personalities apply for equal and even more important roles than traditional subjects of the international economic relations (state). In the depths of the Internet, not only the “virtual economy” has arisen, but also the “virtual politics”, “virtual diplomacy”, etc. Globally organized multimedia companies have a direct impact on people’s minds with non-military and non-economic means (see details [3]).
Ukraine is striving to achieve the European standards of living in an extremely complex stage characterized by threats to the national security.
Under the conditions of real threats to the sovereignty and territorial integrity of Ukraine, the question of its accession to NATO is relevant. Ukraine, voluntarily abandoning nuclear weapons, received security guarantees, on the contrary, was threatened therefrom, from where it was not expecting – from one of the guarantors of security. Russian aggression and the occupation of part of our territory are a brutal violation of the fundamental principles of the international law, the purposes and principles of the UN Charter and international obligations of Russia, a challenge not only for Ukraine, but also for the whole global world order in the XXI century.

As for NATO membership, individual politicians and political forces propose holding a referendum. Incidentally, out of 29 NATO member countries, only three countries (Spain, Slovenia, and Slovakia) held a referendum on the likely accession to the most effective collective security system in the international security space. An indicator of popular support for the NATO membership process was sociological polls. According to many sociological surveys in Ukraine, which are announced in the mass media, today the support of the society of Ukraine’s membership in NATO exceeds the number of opponents of integration into the military bloc. This situation has also unfolded without making an information campaign that should be made by the authorities and civil society. Although it should be noted that the state authorities at one time successfully reported on the implementation of the state program of informing the public on the issues of the Euro-Atlantic integration of Ukraine. 

At the same time, the issue of joining NATO may seem purely military and political, and in reality – a very serious economic issue (modification of the structure of the military budget, investment in military production, redistribution of foreign trade in arms). For example, for Poland, the Czech Republic and Hungary, the inflow of foreign investment in the year upon announcement of joining NATO has increased by 3.5 times, for Romania – by 141%.

The process of the European integration transformation of Ukraine is not easy. Ukraine, not using the possibility of European integration progress in November 2013, nevertheless signed the economic part of the Association Agreement with the EU in June 2014. However, the ratification process, Russia’s demands in Brussels at the Ukraine-Russia-EU negotiations stipulated that only from January 1, 2016, in the mode of temporary application started operating the provisions in the area of free trade.
The Association Agreement with the EU provides access to quality goods and services to Ukrainian consumers, gives Ukraine unprecedented access to the European market, but also sets out the mandatory requirements: to modernize all aspects of its statehood. It is necessary to radically modify the institutes and models of the functioning of the subjects of activity, to bridge the gap between the needs/demands of the present and traditional social practices.

Ukrainian business entities were oriented towards the Russian market to a large extent, therefore, with the same goods, the same quality cannot compete in European markets. Ukraine has established connections only under the traditional nomenclature – metal, grain and base chemistry. At the same time, the inflow of capital under the present conditions is unlikely, in addition thereto, in South-East Asia, cheap labor and the lack of traditions of social protection.

It should be noted that the consequences of trade liberalization with the EU do not pose a risk to Ukraine, as goods from the EU were already widely present on the Ukrainian market due to the small number of barriers; besides, Ukraine is not a key market for goods from the EU.

Among the problems of the current stage of interaction between Ukraine and the EU there is an agreed quota system for commodity groups. For some of them, in 2017, Ukraine used annual quota for duty-free exports during the first quarter (for example, honey, sugar, cereals and flour, maize, and other commodities) [6]. Therefore, Ukraine should make efforts to increase quotas for the demanded commodity groups. It is also necessary to increase the share of high-tech exports, to increase the competitiveness of the national goods. In addition thereto, with the growth of the quality of Ukrainian goods, the position of domestic producers in the domestic market will be strengthened.
At the same time, it’s somewhat incorrect to speak of a possible accession of Ukraine to the EU from a purely legal point of view. Similar treaties were previously signed, for example, by Chile, the Palestinian Authority. It would be absurd to assert that the Palestinians are now waiting for membership in the European Union.

However, the association means a civilized choice: it is the choice of the European path of development, marked by the pluralist democracy, the rule of law, the protection of human rights and freedoms, respect for international law and national sovereignty. To some extent, this is a departure from the dictates of Russia, where none of these principles, which are fundamental in the European context, are kept to properly. The proof thereof is the annexation of the Crimea, a confrontational and propaganda position with regard to many members of the international community, the current state of the judiciary and legislation in the country.

It is worth mentioning the experience of Turkey: in 1960 it signed the Association Agreement with the EU, upon three years applied for an application that has already been considered for 56 years.

The world experience shows that the time gap between the signing of the Agreement and the filing of the application varies within 7-10 years. During this time, Ukraine will be able to fulfill the political part of the terms of admission to the EU (political demands for Ukraine’s accession to the European Union under the “Copenhagen Criteria” and the Maastricht Economic Agreement, set forth in the Association Agreement). It will be difficult to increase the level of the democracy development, to carry out effective reforms, and to carry out processes of “purification” of the state power.

Ukraine also needs to keep the economic criteria (budget deficit, government debt level, balance of payments, and profitability of the government bonds) within the framework of the European standards, which are being put forward to a country wishing to become a member of the EU.

The task of the economic and political part of Ukraine’s accession to the EU should be considered not only as a possibility of the desired accession to the EU, but as a task for the achievement of civilized rules and standards of life for Ukraine’s own sake.
In this context, it is appropriate to note that the hopes of Ukraine for a visa-free regime have finally come true. From June 11, 2017, citizens of Ukraine shall be entitled to visa-free travels to the countries of the Schengen zone on biometric passports.

For the EU this decision was not easy, because the growth of migration tension was “weighed” as well, (Ukraine is a relatively large country, as opposed to less numerous Moldova and Georgia, which have received this decision earlier).

At the same time, it should be noted that if some countries (in particular Ukraine) wish to enter the EU, the UK agrees to exit from it. The newly elected President of France, M. Macron, has already stated the importance of the EU reforming.

A pressing and urgent problem today is the United Nations reforming, which plays the role of an “club” for the exchange of opinions, and the activities of the UN Security Council through the use of the right of veto, in particular, on events in the Donbass, is ineffective.

The experience of Ukraine’s development over the years of independence has shown that increasing the efficiency of the functioning of the national economy is not achieved by itself, socio-economic development does not occur spontaneously.
The large-scale modernization of the socio-economic system of Ukraine can be carried out in several stages, and individual step-by-step tasks of different units should be solved in a consistent manner and in parallel.

The key tasks of the first stage (during the year) are to create the proper institutional and legislative framework that should be further developed. There must be created preconditions for a fundamental change in the priorities of socio-economic policy and the mechanism for its implementation. The legislative framework for reforms should be adopted quickly (while the necessary reforms are progressing very slowly). At the same time, the provisions of the laws should be clear (without grounds for a double interpretation or a prolonged “dealer” for individual business interests). It is good that, before their writing, the refinement of the existing ones was attracted by technocrats who are not burdened with political promises.

At the second stage (the five-year transformation term), social and economic policies should be implemented on a new basis, which will be very difficult to implement, since the “bureaucratic machine” will make and will resist, and wishes to preserve the corruption schemes. However, in due time Poland coped with “shock” methods and provided rapid results of the economic development. Georgia has dramatically reduced the bureaucracy, reformed. Reforms are carried out by people. Therefore, if in Ukraine officials of different levels cannot or do not want to work honestly (without support and participation in corruption schemes), they must immediately release their positions or, in the second option, be released.
Thus, the proper legislative framework and reformers, who are ready and able to implement reforms, will provide an opportunity for deep reforms in all sectors of Ukraine.

Deregulation of the economy, guarantees of property rights and equal conditions of competition should become the basis of the economic development. During this period, it is important to focus the investment activity of the state on the renewal of the entire spectrum of the production and financial infrastructure. The state’s financial policy should be aimed at ensuring the financial stability and reducing the debt burden on the economy. The main factor of the economic growth at this stage should be the development of a “new sector” on the basis of the release of entrepreneurial initiative.

At the next stage, tangible results of ongoing reforms must be obtained, which should be continued. The large-scale restructuring of the economy should be stimulated by a whole range of socio-economic factors – increasing competitiveness, creating more efficient mechanisms for the flow of capital and labor, etc. The share of the state in the redistribution of GDP will decline as the economy grows, with high investment activity, including the inflow of foreign investment.

Ukraine must bring its reforms to the results of the economically developed countries. At the same time, we must understand that the EU and the entire world community will not wait until we bring our technologies to their technology levels, standards of living up to the modern standards, or while our economy will be competitive. All these years will also evolve. And this means that Ukraine should develop not by means of “overcoming” strategies, but “ahead”, not by using technologies of the next technological way for their own economy, but by producing and using technologies of new technological developments in the world economic space, and so on.

Successful implementation of reforms is impossible without the active explanatory and educational activities of the state bodies. The Ukrainian society is ready to accept the implementation of the effective projects, as transformational transformations change the social structure of Ukrainian society, and are reflected in social psychology. Gradually overcome paternalistic mood.

It is expedient to include a broad inclusion in the processes of reforming all progressive forces of society and science. This practice has become widespread in China, where all strategically important for the state innovations are developed by specially created groups of experts (so-called brain centers). Participation of representatives of the executive power of the country, loaded with current problems and affairs, is foreseen only at the final stages of the adoption of the relevant state programs. At the same time, their function is reduced, as a rule, to the assessment of the reality of the implementation of the planned program measures in terms of the necessary resources and time. That is, officials are deprived of the right to “mourn” innovations that are laid down in drafting program documents. Their main task is the qualitative execution of the planned activities after their final approval at the highest level.

To minimize the risks of the adoption of “questionable” government programs and decisions by the public authorities, one could use yet another positive Chinese experience. This is a preliminary practical test of the proposed innovations, including – in the sphere of the public administration. Ideal for such experiments could be special “economic polygons” in the form of separate territories (administrative districts), designed to assess the effectiveness of the mechanisms for state regulation of socio-economic processes proposed for implementation throughout the country.

Upon practical confirmation of expediency of distribution of new mechanisms of th state regulation at the national scale, such polygons could be used as unique training centers for new methods of managing the economy of executives of central, regional and local executive authorities.

The detailed elaboration of the proposed innovations at the theoretical and applied levels should precede the adoption of political decisions and experimentation at the level of the assigned landfills of course. This implies the existence of holistic concepts and weighed approaches to their development, which necessitates the analysis of all direct and indirect effects of the adoption of a document. And about the reasonableness of the implemented approaches you can talk only in cases where the effect of the proposed innovation extends not only to the direct object of its action, but also on the interrelated elements of the socio-economic system. Funding such innovations could be at the expense of funds allocated for the implementation of the state programs, which are being used inefficiently at present. We believe that the selection of the best projects in the sphere of the state regulation of the socio-economic processes could be accompanied by the holding of appropriate competitions, and their bringing to a “commodity type” – targeted financing in the amount of the minimum costs, necessary for the practical implementation.

In our opinion, the aforementioned procedure for the development and implementation of socio-economic projects would help to concentrate the main forces and intellectual resources of the society, reflecting the real interests and expectations of the majority of the population of Ukraine. It is precisely this model that could eventually act as a national idea, as it is devoid of subjectivity and is based on pre-confirmed results and real expectations of the entire Ukrainian society, which will result in the achievement of sustainable socio-economic development.

The strategic benchmarks for Ukraine’s development, taking into account the key global economic trends and potential of the Ukrainian economy, should be as follows:

– formation of the own financial-industrial groups, transnational economic structures with global management (software engineering, resource-technological, agro-industrial, engineering, instrumentation, aerospace engineering, aircraft engineering, shipbuilding, transport and infrastructure industries – oil and gas, and electric power);

– international diversification of the economy, aimed at liquidation of the monopoly or monopsony dependence on individual foreign markets;

– effective international specialization, coordinated with the internal structural modernization and oriented on accessible progressive segments of the world market;

– system integration into the world economy with the provision of real competitiveness on international markets;

– integration macro-interaction with the EU, Central and Eastern European groupings of countries; weighed policy of the regional integration with the priority of organic entry into euro-markets. It is through this prism that it is expedient to consider integration sub-regional agreements;

– ensuring an adequate level of the economic security with the effective mechanisms of protection against adverse changes in the international situation and financial crises;

– Ukraine’s direct involvement in the formation of the world’s institutional infrastructure through interaction with the IMF, the World Bank, the WTO system, specialized governmental and non-governmental organizations in the sphere of communication and information exchange, transport, energy, labor (ILO), trade and development (UNCTAD), industrial development (UNIDO), Agriculture and Food (FAO), etc. The effective interaction with the world organizations should be based on the prior comprehensive assessments of possible positive and negative impacts, the definition of the national economic priorities and the provision of national economic security.

Ensuring the sustainable socio-economic development of the country requires the definition of its target benchmarks and mechanisms of implementation, which includes a set of regulatory, economic, organizational, technological, etc. means of influence on legal entities and individuals; improvement of the processes of formation of the socio-economic policy and regulation of the socio-economic processes. In defining the priorities of the socio-economic development, it is necessary to determine the system of means of an economic mechanism for its achievement (see details [2]).

The effective implementation of certain priorities is possible by means of adequate economic policy with the productive use of own, first of all intellectual resources. Innovative development as the basic post-industrial value can only be ensured through the system of training and support of new type employees. An innovative economy should be based on the innovative education and management.

Despite the considerable losses of resources, scientific and technological and personnel potential and time, Ukraine is still able to develop on its own intellectual basis with the production of the latest scientific and technological decisions in innovative segments of the world market, has prospects of ensuring the international competitiveness of national goods and services, and the proper living conditions of the nation.

Conclusions. The main conditions for ensuring the socio-economic development are the development and implementation of the well-thought-out system of the economic, social, organizational and legal, technical and technological, information measures, aimed at overcoming the crisis phenomena and the transition of the economy to the trajectory of sustainable growth. In this regard, it is necessary to form a new architecture of the Ukrainian economy, new approaches to ensuring the unity of perceiving the development purposes of all parties to the process, to implement the effective measures of the economic and social development of the state and ways of the effective and full-fledged entry of the national economy into the system of the world economic relations.

Ukraine needs to take decisive steps, quick but well-considered decisions on ensuring conditions for economic development, ensuring human rights and freedoms, civilized living conditions, and achieving the European standards of living. Ensuring the competitiveness of the national economy and the effective state strategy for integration into the global economic environment will take advantage of the opportunities of the world economic development and avoid numerous threats to the national security.
