WORK WITH HISTORICAL DICTIONARY IN THE EDUCATIONAL PARADIGM OF THE FUTURE TEACHER OF UKRAINIAN LANGUAGE

It is important to study historical and linguistic disciplines to form the professional competence of the future teacher of the Ukrainian language. Each language in the course of its formation and development functions in a certain space and time, where all of its levels are formed, interact, change, hence the Ukrainian language as a complex dynamic system has become a link of parts created at different times, old and new, specific and foreign, a combination of elements of a certain local dialect. Therefore, the training courses “Historical Grammar of the Ukrainian Language”, “History of the Ukrainian Literary Language”, “Historical Dialectology of the Ukrainian Language” are necessary for the effective formation of the professional profile of the future language teacher. According to researchers, “...associations arising about these subjects as rigid forms of antiquity ... are replaced by the understanding of the need for historical perception of linguistic facts”, giving the opportunities not only for professional and ideological growth, but also for spiritual education of future teachers [9, p. 40]. It is in-depth knowledge of the history of the language that allows to competently carry out a detailed analysis of the facts and phenomena of the modern Ukrainian language, to teach the material at school skillfully. The importance of historical and linguistic courses for future teachers of linguistic disciplines was emphasized by O. M. Horoshkina, N. P. Deinychenko, V. F. Doroz, S. O. Karaman, O. M. Semenoh and others [1, p. 8-9; 3, p. 52; 9, p. 40‑41].

The purpose of our study is to clarify the content and specificity of students’ work with historical dictionaries in the context of the educational paradigm of future Ukrainian language teachers.

The modern system of higher education pays special attention to historical and linguistic disciplines included in the cycle of subjects of specialty 014. Secondary education. Ukrainian language and literature of the bachelor educational level (see: [2]), since for students of philological specialties, the comprehensive language competence, covering all aspects of language proficiency, including the specific ones, “... is a component of professional’s proficiency, who has knowledge, skills of speech activity, communication” [15, p. 42].

Today, textbooks and manuals on the history of the Ukrainian language recommended for use in higher education establishments have been drafted and published. In particular, O. I. Kryzhanivska on the basis of the synthesis of research achievements of various linguistic disciplines traced the formation and evolution of all subsystems of the modern Ukrainian language [5]. A significant achievement in teaching of important aspects of historical linguistics for language students is the educational publication of V. M. Moisiienko, devoted to the historical dialectology of the Ukrainian language and its dialects [6]. A significant contribution to the study and teaching of the Ukrainian verbal tradition on the Old Slavonic basis has become a textbook in history of the Church Slavonic language in Ukrainian edition by M. V. Skab [11]. Taking into account the requirements of the European integration processes, as well as the implementation of the tasks of the Bologna process, T.S. Slobodynska has developed a modular course of historical grammar of the Ukrainian language [12; 13].

However, teachers do not pay attention to the lexicographic heritage of the Ukrainian historical linguistics, which represents the lexical treasury of the past, reflects the spiritual and material culture of the people, are valuable written monuments, as well as means for formation of professional skills of future Ukrainian teachers. Only “formed, lexicographic competence characterizes a high degree of professional philological training, demonstrates the interest and respect of the user to the native language, its history, defines the level of the linguistic sense development,” – according to O. M. Semenoh [8].

In modern linguistics, many typologies of dictionaries have been created depending on the lexical material, the method of its processing, purpose, etc., but the complex linguodidactic substantiation of educational lexicography was probably for the first time developed by A. S. Nadolynska [7]. According to the researcher, the lexicographic competence consists of lexicographic knowledge, skills and abilities [7, p. 43]. Therefore, the formation of a system of knowledge about the history of Ukrainian vocabulary, the compilation of the first glossaries, the creation of hand-written and printed dictionaries, the contribution of Ukrainian scientists, writers, statesmen and public figures to the development of the Ukrainian lexicography, acquaintance of students with the main problems of science for the purpose of further organization and description of the language vocabulary are first-priority tasks. It is important to help the students to form the concept of the historical dictionary as a phenomenon of Ukrainian vocabulary, to determine its features, functions, specificity of the source base compiling and creation of a dictionary register as well as the special aspects of dictionary articles construction, selection of the illustrative material etc.

To present the theoretical principles in diachronic linguistics, it is advisable to use such types of lectures as: lecture-presentation, interactive lecture, lecture-visualization, binary lecture (for instance, a combination of information on the history of language and history of Ukraine of certain period), which will enhance the cognitive activity and creative potential of students. At the same time it is necessary to rely on visualization using a certain selection of historical dictionaries of the Ukrainian language (for instance, the Dictionary of the Old Ukrainian Language of the XIV-XV centuries/ editor L. L. Humetska and others. Vol. 1-2. Kyiv, 1977-1978; Dictionary of the Ukrainian Language of the XVI-first half of the XVII century / I. Krypiakevych Institute of Ukrainian Studies of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine. Issues 1-17, Lviv, 1994-2017; Tymchenko Ye. Materials for the Dictionary of Written and Literary Ukrainian Language of the XV-XVIII centuries. Kyiv – New York: Chronicle-XX, 2002-2003, etc.), use of computer technologies, listening of audio and watching video materials.

Skills and abilities to work with historical dictionaries are formed and improved during practical classes, completion of individual tasks, as well as the writing of students’ research papers. To acquire lexicographic skills, the students solve cognitive, training, creative research tasks as for the word origin, development of lexical meaning of language units, foreign language parallels for borrowed lexemes, grammatical characteristics of nomens, phonetic, graphic and spelling variability of words, chronology of their functioning, trace the history of the rules system formation of the modern Ukrainian language, etc. It is important to carry out the comparative analysis of lexicographical publications of historical and linguistic direction, paying attention to the construction of dictionary articles, special aspects of language material categorization.

When doing lexical, etymological, grammatical and stylistic exercises, future teachers realize the need to refer to the dictionary, which is important since, according to researchers, students pay little attention to diachronic lexicographic works, in particular, when writing tests a small number of students could remember “Lexis” by Lavrentii Zizanii or Pamva Berynda's “Lexicon of Slavonic Russia”, students are much better acquainted with the reference dictionary to the “Aeneid” by I. P. Kotliarevsky and “Dictionary of the Ukrainian Language” by B. D. Hrinchenko, though their role in the formation of Ukrainian lexicography students could not define [7, p. 81].

The skills to operate the acquired lexicographic knowledge are necessary to prepare students for research activities. During the self-study of lexicographic heritage of the history of the Ukrainian language, students do creative search tasks that allow to recognize, systematize, analyze and compare various phenomena and facts reflected in lexicographic sources as well as to comment and evaluate them according to the topic and objective of the study. The purposeful search and processing of information of lexicographical works will help to consolidate the skills of independent research work of students. The important factors for enhancement of the effectiveness of such activities may be students’ participation in scientific problem-solving groups, circles, participation in scientific conferences, writing and publication of scientific articles etc.
Usually, work with a dictionary is intended to develop appropriate skills and abilities in the use of dictionary and reference literature available in scientific libraries, archives, funds of higher educational establishments, home libraries, etc. However, it is worth to emphasize the value of electronic resources creation, the formation of the corpus of the Ukrainian language, including historical dictionaries (see: [10; 4; 14], etc.). Today, the development of electronic dictionaries as a teaching tool in the pedagogical process of higher education is a priority in the list of educational innovations [3, p. 138]. The problems of the educational environment formation and, particularly, the placement of electronic texts of written items, dictionaries, fiction, journalistic, scientific and other works to ensure the access of all language students to quality education are especially relevant in the modern public life caused by the coronavirus pandemic.

Therefore, work with historical dictionaries is an important component of the lexicographic competence of future teachers of the Ukrainian language, which includes lexicographic knowledge, skills and abilities. Making students aware with the historical dictionary as a linguistic phenomenon it is necessary to form the knowledge system on foundations and principles of compiling the monumental historical dictionaries of the Ukrainian language. The skills and abilities to work with historical dictionaries are formed and improved during practical classes, while doing individual tasks, while writing the students’ research papers. A promising direction of modern and historical lexicography is the development of electronic dictionaries as a teaching tool in higher educational establishments.
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
