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MANIFESTATIONS OF STRESS RESPONSE OF RESIDENTS OF
KHMELNYTSK REGION TO THE WAR IN UKRAINE

Abstract. The article is devoted to the issue of of people's stress response to war.
The purpose of the article is to clarify the changes in people's lives caused by the full-
scale war of the Russian Federation against Ukraine, and the manifestations of the
stress response of residents of the Khmelnytskyi region to the war in Ukraine.

The article presents the results of a survey of residents of the Khmelnytskyi
region, who at the time of the survey were in Ukraine during the war. The survey lasted
from May 30 to July 18, 2023. 467 people took part in the survey, of whom: 415 women
(88.9%) and 52 men (11.1%). The age of the survey participants ranged from 14 to 74
years, the average age of the survey participants was 41.6 years.

The survey was conducted using a Google form. The study participants were
asked to answer, in particular, the following questions:

— Has anything changed in your life as a result of the war events?

— How do you assess your state of mind during hostilities?

In order to answer the question, it was necessary to choose the answer options
from the proposed ones. Also, for most questions, survey participants could write their
own answer option.

For each question of the questionnaire offered to respondents, a quantitative and
qualitative analysis of the responses received was conducted.

Based on the results of the survey, the following conclusions were made:

1) the vast majority of people (98.9%) experienced tangible life changes as a
result of the war and a decrease in their mental, social and material well-being;

2) the most common life changes experienced by more than half of the people
surveyed were: worries about their relatives, feelings of anxiety, danger, inability to
plan their lives, deterioration of well-being, decrease in income;

3) the vast majority of people (94.2%) of those surveyed have a deterioration in
their state of mind during the war;

4) the most common manifestations of deterioration in people's mental state are:
feelings of fatigue and exhaustion, feelings of constant stress, poor sleep, anger and
irritation, fear, powerlessness and despair.
