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INFORMATION TECHNOLOGIES AS A COMPONENT OF THE EDUCATION SYSTEM

Recently, a characteristic feature is the use of information technologies and digital educational resources by universities, based on web technologies and the global Internet. At the same time, the system of distance education is especially popular [1], which is the interaction of streams of teaching and information organizing the educational process through a remote computer.
Distance education is a set of educational services that are provided to the general population through a specialized information and educational environment focused on the means of exchanging information at any distance.

In the higher education system, distance education is a set of technologies, methods and tools that provide the opportunity to study without attending an educational institution, but usually with various consultations with teachers of the educational institution or persons certified by this educational institution.

The main goal of distance education is, first of all, the creation of a single educational space through the introduction of information technologies into the educational process. Network Internet technologies make the training schedule more flexible and attract the necessary contingent of students.

Information technologies in the educational process contribute to the fact that there is a visual demonstration of information, significant savings in money and time, increased interest of students and the design of research results that allow analyzing the influence of various factors on the process under study.

Software tools such as Skype and Zoom are used to provide instrumental training at KhNU. Protection against trolling and ensuring impartiality, integrity and objectivity in their application is guaranteed by the capabilities of the free Moodle learning management system.

Skype is a telecommunications program that specializes in providing video chat and voice calls between computers, tablets, mobile devices, the Xbox One console, and smart watches over the Internet. Skype also provides instant messaging services [2]. Users can transmit text, video, audio and images, video conferencing – fig. 1.
