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MODERN EDUCATIONAL TECHNOLOGIES AND THEIR USE

AT THE LESSON OF FOREIGN LANGUAGE

Abstract
The greatest value of education is the personality of each student. The main task of education is to create conditions for development and formation of each person as an individual.
In view of the above there is a need to find the most effective modern technologies of teaching foreign language communication of students of schools, and this causes the relevance of this research topic.

The object of study is the process of using modern technology in the teaching of foreign languages at the school.

Subject of research: types of modern learning technologies in teaching foreign languages.

Appropriate use of modern learning technologies in English language is essential, because it reinforces the motivation of pupils to language learning, promotes the formation of communicative, socio-cultural, intellectual, linguistic and speech competences.

The issue was handled by a lot of specialists, however, the demands of time pose the task of identifying and applying such technologies in foreign language lessons that would foster the individual intellectual development of each student in the context of collective learning.  Therefore, such technologies include: cooperative learning, project method, game activity and student portfolio.
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Researchers refer to learning technologies as the set of methods, actions students performed in sequence and helps to implement a particular teaching method, or even more broadly, the set of methods of learning, providing the implementation of a particular approach to learning (E.S. Polat). Consider these technologies. 

"Cooperative learning" is defined by scientists as the most successful alternative to traditional methods (E.S. Polat). Such training helps to realize the personally - oriented approach in it. 

The purpose of cooperative learning technology is the acquisition of skills by each student at the level that corresponds to his individual abilities, the formation of communicative skills that provide the opportunity to implement foreign language communication at the appropriate level. 

This goal is achieved through the basic idea of learning in collaboration - training team, performing personal tasks, when the student works in a group to a common result, which depends on everyone's contribution.

The forms in which teaching is provided in cooperation are: "Team training", "Openwork saw", "Round table", "Interview", "Learning together", "Research work", "Case - method". How the training is organized according to these forms? 

"Team training". For the accomplishing the task the students are divided into small groups or teams, each works on specific issue of common theme. Each team member has his personal mission that affects the success of the entire group. It should be noted that this form of training has its own characteristics: 

- lack of competitive nature of the studying between the groups, as groups have different tasks; 

- the presence of individual responsibility for the successful accomplishment of the task by the whole group; 

- improvement of each student's own academic achievements in the process of the accomplishing the task. 

"Openwork saw". When working on this form, students get together in smaller groups and work on the same subject, which is divided into semantic blocks. Each group member should find some information to that part of the material that is specified for him. Then the students of separate groups, who worked on the same issue, exchange information. 

The next step will be the return of each to their working group and message all the members of the complemented information of the studied issue. Then each team reports on their work.

Technology "Round table" provides for the conduct of the conversation in which all students of study group participate. The teacher informs a problem, the participants of the "round table" discuss it, gather necessary information, analyze, summarize and looking for optimal solutions. The task of every student - to make his own contribution to the solution of this problem. 

"Interview" as a modern learning technology can also be widely used at foreign language lessons. For organizing of studying on this technology the "interviewers" ("journalists") and "famous personalities" are elected. "Interviewers" prepare the survey questions, and "famous people" have to devise biography, career, peculiarities of professional activity. After the "interview" participants inform received information. 

"Learning together". In this form of learning the identification of small groups with different levels of language and speech training is provided. Each group gets one task, which is a subtheme of a certain broad theme, which the whole class works on. 

In the result of joint work of separate groups over parts of the educational material the mastering of the entire theme is achieved. Within groups, students self-define the role of each to perform common tasks. 

"Research work". This form of organization of educational activity of students is characterized by self-orientation of the task accomplishment. 

Pupils choose a subtheme of the overall topic and work individually. Then, students of each group prepare a report on a selected topic and present it. 

Such learning technology as "the Case method" is a collective work on a particular situation, which is defined by the teacher in written form. 

Students must analyse this situation, for solving the problem several options should be offered.

This technology provides for a collective search of the most effective suggestion. The work of students in the case - method is organized in several stages:

 1) introduction into the case (perception of the introductory word of the teacher, answers to questions, clarification of information, search of additional information);

 2) analysis of the situation (the students present their own options for solving the problem in groups, choosing a speaker from the group, making schemes, posters, other visual methods);

 3) presentation (speech, presentation of case analysis, answers to questions, asserting one's own point of view, fixing the essence of each presentation);

 4) discussion (discussion of speeches, determination of the best solution of the case);

 5) summing up (listening to the teacher's final word). (4)
 Thus, it can be concluded that the above-mentioned modern collaborative learning technologies create equal opportunities for each student to improve their own learning achievements.

"Project method" is widespread in the practice of teaching foreign languages in school and higher education. There are several scientific studies that confirmed the effectiveness of using this technology (E.G. Arvanitopulo, V.V. Kopylova, E.S. Polat, etc.). 

A scientist E.S. Polat calls the technology research activities of pupils, which includes not only achieving a certain result, but also the organization of the process of achieving it. 

The project is independent work of students, which speech communication is organically interwoven with emotionally intelligent context of the other activities (games, questionnaires, journal issue, etc). 

Work on the project is a creative activity. Students are actively cooperated with each other, carry out search activities of personal significant problem. This job requires independent transfer of knowledge, skills and abilities in a new context of activities.

Thus, the creative competence, which is associated with intellectual ability, develops in students. Performing creative tasks, each student has the opportunity to show their own initiative, imagination, creativity, activity and independence in solving problems. 

It should also be noted that the project work is phased. The project activity usually consists of the following stages:

1) selecting a problem and formulating a specific project theme;

2) identifying groups and roles of participants;

3) collecting and processing information;

4) summarizing and presentation of the finished project. (1)
"Gaming technology". The use of game kinds of work in the foreign language class is also relevant is. 

The game as complicated and exciting activity requires high concentration of attention, trains memory, develops thinking and speech, contributes to the process of socialization of individuality. The game captures even passive students and students with low levels of training, so that their academic achievement improved significantly. 

The game always involves a certain tension of emotional and mental actions, the ability to make a decision, stimulates thinking activities, fills a learning process for students with deeper content. (3)
Among the modern technologies of learning "Student’s Portfolio" is also defined.  In the pedagogical literature, "Student's Portfolio" is considered as a tool of self-assessment of the student's own cognitive, creative work, reflection of his own activity, as a set of documents, student's independent works, as a way of fixing, accumulating and ranking individual objective successes.

 There are two groups of varieties of portfolio:

 - portfolio of external achievements

 - portfolio of personal development. (5)
 The portfolio of external achievements include: a portfolio of documents (a folder with information about the success of the student's educational and cognitive activity), a portfolio of creative works (contains essays, competition works, works, copyrighted materials, accompanied by the author's comment) and rating portfolio (a collection of control works and diagnostic sections from academic subjects).  A portfolio of personal development is a set of socially significant characteristics, qualities that change is explored in the dynamics of development and the development of each student as an individual.

 The purpose of this portfolio is to make the learner aware of his or her personal qualities in order to improve them in a particular direction, in order to correct and plan their own achievements.

"Technology of problem-based learning". An important component of problem-based learning is the problematic situation - a situation for solving which the student or team must find and apply new knowledge, ways of action.

Successfully created problematic situation is an important link of the following mastering of knowledge by students through problem way which consists of the following stages:

1) create a problem situation;

2) analysis of information problems;

3) bringing up hypotheses. (7)
Problem-based learning is an important means of developing mental powers of the pupils, their independence and activity, creative thinking. It provides a strong assimilation of knowledge, makes learning activities enjoyable, as teaches to overcome difficulties. 

However, it requires a long time for study material, is not effective for the formation of practical skills, gives low result in the assimilation of new material.

Interactive Technologies. The substantive basis of mass computerization in education is certainly due to the fact that the modern computer is an effective means of optimizing the conditions of intellectual work in general, in any way.  
Forms of working with computer-based curricula in foreign language lessons include: learning vocabulary; working out the pronunciation; teaching dialogic and monologic language; working out grammatical phenomena.

At English lessons you can use your computer to solve a variety of didactic tasks: to develop reading and reading skills using the web; improve students' writing skills; replenish students' vocabulary; to form a strong motivation for students to learn the language. (2)
There are several different approaches for using the Internet to facilitate interaction within and across discourse communities. One way is to use online activities to foster increased opportunities for interaction within a single class. This takes place both through computer-assisted classroom discussion and through outside-of-class discussion. 
Computer-assisted classroom discussion makes use of synchronous ("real-time") writing programs. The class meets in a networked computer lab, and students communicate through writing rather than through talking. Students type in their messages and hit a key to instantly send the message to the rest of the class. All the messages are listed chronologically on the top half of the screen and can be easily scrolled through and re-read. The entire session can later be saved and passed on to students, either in electronic form or hard copy.
Outside-of-class discussion is usually carried out using asynchronous tools, such as e-mail or conferencing systems. Special lists can be set up so that students' messages get automatically forwarded to either a small group or the whole class. Electronic communication within a single class might be viewed as an artificial substitute for face-to-face communication. However, it has been found to have a number of beneficial features which make it a good tool for language learning. First, computer-assisted discussion tends to feature more equal participation than face-to-face discussion; teachers or a few outspoken students are less likely to dominate the floor, resulting in class discussions which are more fully collaborative. Second, computer-assisted discussion allows students to better notice the input from others' messages and incorporate that input into their own messages, thus expanding opportunities for learning of new linguistic chunks. Third, computer-assisted discussion, which takes place in writing and allows more planning time than does face-to-face talk, features language which is lexically and syntactically more complex than oral talk. Finally, since computer based discussion can take place outside of the classroom, it provides students increased opportunities to communicate in the target language. (6)
The aforesaid allows to come to the following conclusion: the use of innovative teaching technologies in foreign language mastering would help to improve the process of formation of foreign language communicative competence of students and develop their intellectual abilities, the attainment of personally meaningful for each knowledge and skills. 

Effective foreign language teaching requires the teacher to proficiency in the language and professional skills in the organization of educational activity of students on mastering activities. The learning process is realized through the efforts of the two parties – teacher and student. 

The specificity of learning a foreign language, unlike other subjects, is that the teacher must give the student a new pattern of verbal communication in addition to natural language that is already there.
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
