At the same time, only 9% of male respondents would have manipulation, attention or revenge as their primary
reason for suicide. 64% of men would have an attempt to end the suffering, and 27% of them could not decide.
Therefore, the demonstrative manner of suicidal thinking is more characteristic of women, while men mostly
perceive suicide as a way of getting away from suffering.

While analyzing the results, the respondents were contingently divided into three groups depending on their
answer to the 1 1th question. Overall, 17.4% chose the manipulative reasons, 56.5% view suicide as the way to end
suffering, and the rest 26.1% were not able to decide between the two previous options. The highest rate of suicidal
thinking is found to be in the group with the orientation on the lethal result (13.07), while in groups with
manipulative suicidal thinking and in those who couldn’t decide, this rate is 6.25 and 7.83 respectively. However.
thep ge of the self- lization is the highest in those who were not able to choose between the two options
(43), while in the groups with the orientation on lethal result and manipulation it is 40.38 and 35 respectively.

Demonstrative reasoning, the manipulative motive of the suicidal attempt is the factor that assists the negative
correlation between the suicidal ideations and self-realization (r=-0.816496581). In the meantime, the in-between
position works in favor of the positive correlation between the two (=0.870056817). The correlation coefficient
between the studied notions in the group of respondents, who are oriented on the lethal result, does not state the
existence of any interconnection between them (r=0.19162047).

Although there is no clearly defined relationship (r=0.2414) between the suicidal ideations and personal
development in the general population, there are factors that can be used to trace a positive correlation between
them. There is a doubtful relationship between these notions depending on the major of students. The factor of the
previous suicide attempt has a determining effect on the indicators of self-actualization of the subjects, which leads
to a negative correlation between the indexes of suicidal thinking and personal development. Besides,
demonstrative, manipulative motive of the suicide attempt is a factor contributing to the inverse correlation
between the indicators of suicidal ideations and self-realization (r=0,816496581).
