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LEGAL MECHANISMS OF DIGITALIZATION OF INTERNATIONAL TRADE IN UKRAINE

The issue of digitalization of international trade plays a significant role in the system of main priorities of Ukraine's economic development and is reduced to the concept of e-commerce and its legal regulation. At the expert and political levels, activities aimed at the development of e-commerce are actively developing, which is a powerful lever of economic growth, a necessary platform for the transition of the domestic economy to a qualitatively new stage of development, focused mainly on science-intensive information technologies.

International law plays a key role in the international legal regulation of e-commerce in the European Union. That is, guided by these factors, we conclude that model laws should be the basis for national legislation on e-commerce. Unlike the legislation of many countries (USA and EU member states), the legislation of Ukraine contains a small number of rules designed to regulate e-commerce directly. Although this approach has positive consequences, which include a higher level of business freedom and a technology-neutral regulatory regime, the lack of special rules is becoming increasingly apparent.

The signed Association Agreement between Ukraine and the European Union and the close proximity to the markets of EU member states highlight the need to identify the main trends in domestic trade of the European market and study its impact on the internal trade space and opportunities for domestic entrepreneurs. Chapter IV, Chapter 6, which deals with the establishment of business, trade in services and e-commerce, is devoted to the regulation of trade in this Agreement. It sets out measures that provide an opportunity for the development of investment and trade cooperation with the EU through the implementation of changes in the establishment of business. An important step in this should be the Business Development Strategy developed by the government, NGOs or other stakeholders, which would take into account all the requirements of the signed Agreement, and provide an understanding of future legislative and institutional changes in the business environment [1, p. 249].

In our country, the basis for legal regulation of activities in the field of high technology was laid in 1998 with the adoption of the Law of Ukraine «On National Informatization Program» and approval of the Concept of National Informatization Program for 1998-2000 [2]. The adoption in 2003 of the Law of Ukraine «On Electronic Documents and Electronic Document Management», which defines the concept of electronic document and electronic document management, consolidates global trends in recognizing the legal force of electronic documents, indicates the rights and obligations of electronic document management , their responsibility, etc. The Law follows a functionally equivalent approach to understanding an electronic document proposed by the UNCITRAL Model Law on E-Commerce. The functionally equivalent approach is based on the study of the goals and functions of traditional paper-based requirements in order to determine how these goals and functions can be achieved or achieved using the methods used in electronic data transmission. There are a number of obstacles to the development of e-commerce in Ukraine: fraudulent transactions carried out with the help of stolen card details; shops that disappear from the market after successful scams; fictitious stores designed to collect information about customer cards; psychological factor, etc. The most dangerous, of course, is fraud. With the help of the Internet is more than thirty types of fraud [6, p. 250]. Given this, it is difficult to overestimate the importance of the adoption of the Law of Ukraine «On e-commerce» in 2015, which defines the organizational and legal framework for e-commerce in Ukraine, establishes the procedure for electronic transactions using information and telecommunications systems and defines the rights and responsibilities of participants in relations in the field of e-commerce,

The main areas of stimulating the development of the domestic e-commerce market include: harmonization of legal norms for concluding agreements in electronic form; providing state support for the development of e-commerce to eliminate obstacles to electronic transactions, prevent any forms of discrimination, provide participants with equal rights to judicial protection; dissemination of information and acquisition of knowledge by business entities about the possibilities of e-commerce and the benefits for business in their implementation; development of e-commerce market infrastructure.

In general, the key advantages for Ukraine from the implementation of these measures should be:

1) institutional harmonization of e-commerce in the domestic and European markets. In the EU, e-commerce activities are regulated by Directive 2000/31 / EC. The rights and level of protection of online consumers according to this document are not inferior to the traditional «offline» method, and the requirements for the quality of goods and services are as strict as in regular stores (for example, the price should include taxes and shipping costs) [7] .

2) promoting the development of the domestic e-commerce market and increasing potential markets through the involvement of residents of EU countries. 

3) stimulating the development of e-commerce infrastructure. Due to the harmonization of the legislative field in Ukraine, such legal international payment systems as PayPal, global logistics operators, information protection systems may appear.

4) introduction of a full-fledged business opportunity in the status of «e-resident» [8].

Thus, the general norms governing the conduct of business in Ukraine are not able to fully regulate the social relations that arise in the digitalization of international trade in Ukraine and e-commerce. Consolidation of the foundations of state regulation of e-commerce in the legislation of Ukraine, further development of its legal regulation in special laws with regard to the implementation of European Union norms need as soon as possible. This will ensure the creation of a regime of maximum legal assistance for the development of digitalization of international trade in Ukraine and will lay the foundation for successful competition of Ukrainian businesses in the world market.
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
