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The formation of grammatical competence necessary for professional communicative activity in the future can be attributed to the most urgent tasks of foreign language teaching methods for future teachers. The study of grammar and the correct formulation of statements, as well as the recognition of grammatical forms in speech and writing is due to the formation of grammatical skills.
In national and foreign teaching methods use different terms related to the formation of grammatical skills. Consider these terms in more detail. Usage - mastering the norms of use. The use of language in unnatural situations (in training exercises) in order to repeat structures and patterns. In this case, students demonstrate their knowledge of the language, but not the practical ability to use it in real situations of communication. Use - real use. The use of language in real (natural) conditions, for the purpose of linguistic communication (interaction) with native speakers. Drill - training. The use of training exercises for the assimilation and consolidation of language material by repeating, changing and transforming the selected models that are being worked on. Meaningfull drill - training exercises that have meaningful significance for learning. Such exercises involve frequent repetition of the models and structures being worked out, but not at the subconscious level, but taking into account the semantic significance, with a sufficiently high level of student motivation. For example, during the guessing game, students will use the same type of question structures, but they will do it not mechanically, but consciously choosing and partially modifying them at their own discretion to solve the language task. An important feature of such training is the possibility of choice, although limited by certain limits. Controlled exercises - training exercises with a clear setting, a given mechanism of execution. Exercises of this type usually involve one correct answer and are aimed at practicing language skills and bringing them to automaticity. Often, such exercises are associated with automatic practice, performing actions according to a pattern, substitution for a given choice. Guided exercises - training exercises of conditional communicative nature. These are exercises to which, in addition to the installation, advice and explanations are given on how to perform these exercises. In these tips, the emphasis can be placed both on grammatical rules and on the compositional skills of making statements, etc. Exercises of this type give students a certain freedom in actions, allow them to make independent decisions, their performance is not limited to one clearly planned answer [1, p. 56-59].
Thus, grammatical skills are consistently correct, automated, situationally and contextually conditioned use and understanding of grammatical (morphological and syntactic) language means in all kinds of language activities - expressive and receptive. In the process of training future teachers of practical English grammar, the following stages of work with grammatical material are distinguished: 1) introduction of new material; 2) training and automation of new material; 3) use of this material in different types of speech activities.
The following stages of grammar skills formation are distinguished: 1) perception of the structure (occurs in the process of its presentation; the teacher demonstrates the use of the structure for the purpose of communication); 2) imitation (the mechanism of analogy in the formation of forms begins to form); 3) substitution (the awareness of the generalized model of the language pattern is emerging); 4) transformation (the mechanism of independent recall of the structure is emerging); 5) purposeful isolated use (on the basis of reproduction, the purposeful recall and use of one automated structure is learned); 6) switching (the mechanism of choice, mastering of the structure, stability of the skill is formed) [3, p. 62].
The process of forming grammar skills in students consists of the following stages: 1) preparation of students for the perception of new material; 2) presentation of a new grammatical phenomenon in a language sample in a relevant situation and its semantization; 3) control of students' understanding of the meaning of the grammatical phenomenon; 4) automation of new grammatical material in students' speech; 5) output into speech [2, p. 49].

The training nature of exercises for the formation of grammar skills in future English teachers involves the content, linguistic and socio-cultural value of the tasks.
Consider the types of exercises for the formation of grammar skills.

1. Exercises in imitative reproduction of grammatical phenomena. Thanks to imitative exercises, the acoustic image of a new phenomenon is laid, the ability to predict develops. Imitation can be carried out by ear or on the basis of printed media. Such exercises should be conducted at a fast pace and not take much time. 

2. Exercises in the modification of grammatical phenomena (responsible for the formation of flexibility of the skill, there is a mastering of the variety of forms inherent in this phenomenon). The purpose of such exercises is the distribution and transformation of grammatical material. These include the following types of exercises: a) substitution tables; b) exercises on translation from the native language into a foreign language; c) exercises on modification of grammatical forms; d) exercises on correcting semantic errors.

3. Exercises in combining grammatical phenomena in order to express thoughts in oral speech. Formed through training exercises, grammar skills are used in language skills that are developed through the method of use. The content of this method is combination exercises.
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
