Peculiarities of preschool education organization in Australia, particularly
implementation of the National Early Childhood Development Strategy (The Early
Years Learning Framework for Australia: Belonging, Being and Becoming), notably
the efforts on improving early childhood educators training, distribution of funding
according to states and territories which covers the five years of National Partnership
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Agreement, the necessity of enrollment of all Australian children to the Early
Childhood Education (ECE) Program (kindergarten or preschool) delivered in the 12
months prior to compulsory schooling have been outlined. The structure of preschool
education has been presented; forms and preschool establishments which carry out
childcare of preschool children have been described.
